Service Guide for the Administrative Examination and Approval Item of "Registration of Foreign Suppliers of Imported Solid Waste That Can Be Used as Raw Materials"

I. Name of the administrative examination and approval item: registration of foreign suppliers of imported solid waste that can be used as raw materials.

II. Applicable scope: this Guide shall apply to the processing of registration, alteration, renewal and deregistration of foreign suppliers of imported solid waste that can be used as raw materials.

III. Examination type of the item: examination before approval.

IV. Examination and approval basis: Implementing Regulations of the Law of the People's Republic of China on Imported and Exported Commodities Inspection (promulgated by Decree No. 447 of the State Council of the People's Republic of China on August 31, 2005, amended for the first time in accordance with the Decision of the State Council on Repealing and Revising Certain Administrative Regulations on July 18, 2013, amended for the second time in accordance with the Decision of the State Council on Revising Certain Administrative Regulations on February 6, 2016, and amended for the third time in accordance with the Decision of the State Council on Revising and Repealing Certain Administrative Regulations on March 1, 2017)

Note: the Measures for the Supervision and Administration of Inspection and Quarantine of Imported Solid Waste That Can Be Used as Raw Materials (promulgated by Decree No. 194 of the General Administration of Quality Supervision, Inspection and Quarantine, and revised in accordance with Decrees No. 238 and 240 of the General Administration of Customs) and the Measures of the Customs of the People's Republic of China for the Implementation of the Administrative Licensing Law of the People's Republic of China (promulgated by Decree No. 117 of the General Administration of Customs and revised in accordance with the Decree No. 218 of the General Administration of Customs) are the implementation basis.
V. Application conditions that an applicant shall meet:

(I) being lawfully eligible to operate in the country (region) where it is located;

(II) it has fixed office premise and corresponding infrastructure in the country (region) where it is located;

(III) it is familiar with and complies with the laws, regulations and relevant standards of China on entry and exit inspection and quarantine, environmental protection and management of solid waste;

(IV) it has obtained the authentication of the ISO9001 quality management system or the RIOS system;

(V) it has the measures and capacity for controlling the environmental protection quality of the waste to be used as raw materials supplied, and guarantees that the waste to be used as raw materials supplied satisfies the compulsory requirements of the national technical specifications of China on entry and exit inspection and quarantine, environmental protection and management of solid waste;

(VI) it has the equipment, facilities and testing capability for radioactive testing; and

(VII) it has no major safety, health, environmental protection, fraud and other problems within the recent three years.

VI. Prohibitive requirements: an applicant's application does not meet the statutory conditions or standards.

VII. Materials that shall be submitted upon filing of an application:

(I) Initial application.

An applicant shall file an application and submit the following materials:

1. an application for registration;

2. the notarized tax registration documents, and the notarized commercial registration documents, if any;

3. the explanation for the functions of the organizational structure, departments and posts;
4. a plan of the fixed office with an indication of the size, and a plan of the processing workshop, if any, and three or more photos that can comprehensively show the real view of the aforesaid office and processing workshop;

5. a color photocopy of the authentication certificate of the ISO9001 quality management system or the RIOS system; and

6. if an application for registration is filed by an entrusted agent, the original power of attorney and the photocopies of the identifications of both the client and the entrusted agent shall be submitted.

The above written materials to be submitted shall be made in Chinese or both in Chinese and English.

(II) Application for alteration.

1. If there is any alteration to the registration contents of a supplier, the supplier shall, within 30 days of such alteration, apply to the General Administration of Customs for alteration, and submit corresponding materials required for an initial application (apart from an application for registration, other application materials without any alteration are exempt from submission);

2. If an alteration to the contents of the registration certificate is involved, the supplier shall return the original certificate when applying for alteration;

3. If there is an alteration to two or more items accumulatively among the three items including the supplier's name, address of business registration or legal representative, a new application for registration shall be filed with the General Administration of Customs.

(III) Application for renewal.

A supplier that needs to renew the validity period of registration shall, within 90 days prior to the expiration of the validity period of the registration certificate, apply to the General Administration of Customs for renewal, and submit corresponding materials required for an initial application (apart from an application for registration, other application materials without any alteration are exempt from submission).

(IV) Application for deregistration.

A supplier that needs to cancel the registration shall file an application for deregistration with the General Administration of Customs.

The Certificate of Registration of Foreign Suppliers of Imported Solid Waste That Can Be Used as Raw Materials shall be returned upon filing of an application for deregistration.

VIII. Processing process:

(I) Application for, and acceptance, examination and approval of a license.

1. An applicant shall file an application for registration with the online platform for administrative examination and approval in accordance with the Implementing Rules Governing the Registration of Foreign Suppliers of Imported Solid Waste That Can Be Used as Raw Materials.

2. After receiving the application materials submitted by an applicant, the General Administration of Customs will handle the application respectively depending on the following circumstances:

(1) if the item applied for does not require an administrative license by law, the General Administration of Customs shall immediately notify the applicant that the application is rejected;

(2) if the item applied for does not fall within the scope of functions and powers of the General Administration of Customs, the General Administration of Customs shall immediately decide to reject the application and notify the applicant of the relevant administrative organ to which it should apply;

(3) if the application materials are incomplete or not made in the statutory form, the General Administrations of Customs shall, on the spot or within five days upon receipt of the written materials, notify the applicant of all necessary supplements and corrections to be made within 30 days at one stroke. If it fails to notify the applicant of the aforesaid contents within the prescribed time limit, the application shall be deemed to have been accepted on the date of receipt of the application materials;

(4) if relevant application materials are not supplemented or corrected within the prescribed time limit, the General Administration of Customs shall terminate the handling of registration;

(5) if the application materials are not completely supplemented or corrected as required or the application materials are still not made in the statutory form after supplements and corrections are conducted, the General Administration of Customs shall not accept the application;

(6) if the item applied for falls within the scope of functions and powers of the General Administration of Customs, and the application materials are complete and conform to the statutory form, or the applicant has submitted all supplementary and corrected application materials as required by the General Administration of Customs and the supplementary and corrected materials conform to the statutory form, the application shall be accepted.

3. The General Administration of Customs shall form an expert team within ten days upon acceptance of an application, to review in writing the materials provided by the applicant. The expert team shall, after the end of the review, make a conclusion of review and submit a review report to the General Administration of Customs.

4. The General Administration of Customs shall decide whether to approve registration within 20 days upon acceptance of an application. If an applicant passes the review, the General Administration of Customs shall approve the registration and issue a Certificate of Registration of Foreign Suppliers of Imported Solid Waste That Can Be Used as Raw Materials which is valid for five years. If an applicant does not pass the review, the General Administration of Customs shall disapprove the registration.

5. If the General Administration of Customs makes a decision of refusing to accept an application for registration, terminating registration or disapproving registration, the applicant may reapply for registration, and handle it in accordance with the provisions on a new application for registration.

(II) Alteration to a license.

1. If there is any alteration to the registration contents of a supplier, the supplier shall, within 30 days of such alteration, apply to the General Administration of Customs for alteration, and submit corresponding materials as required.

2. The procedures for accepting, examining and approving an application for alteration shall be implemented as per the procedures for an initial application. The General Administration of Customs shall decide whether to approve the alteration to registration within 20 days upon acceptance of an application for alteration to registration filed by a supplier.

3. If an alteration to the contents of the registration certificate is involved, the supplier shall return the original certificate when applying for alteration. If the alteration approved by the General Administration of Customs involves the contents of the original registration certificate, a new certificate shall be issued.

4. If there is an alteration to two or more items accumulatively among the three items including the supplier's name, address of business registration or legal representative, a new application for registration shall be filed with the General Administration of Customs.

(III) Renewal of a license.

1. The registration certificate of a supplier is valid for five years. A supplier that needs to renew the validity period of registration shall, within 90 days prior to the expiration of the validity period of the registration certificate, apply to the General Administration of Customs for renewal, and submit corresponding materials as required.

2. The procedures for accepting, examining and approving an application for renewal shall be implemented as per the procedures for an initial application. The General Administration of Customs shall decide whether to approve the renewal of registration within 20 days upon acceptance of an application for renewal of registration filed by a supplier; and it shall be deemed that the renewal is approved if a decision is not made within the prescribed time limit.

3. If a supplier fails to file an application for renewal within the prescribed time limit, the General Administration of Customs may determine that the statutory conditions for renewing registration are not met and refuse to accept the application. The registration shall automatically become invalid upon expiration of the validity period of the registration.

(IV) Deregistration of a license.

A supplier that needs to cancel the registration shall file a written application with the General Administration of Customs, return the original certificate and go through the deregistration formalities upon examination by the General Administration of Customs.

IX. Time limit for completion: the General Administration of Customs shall make an administrative licensing decision within 20 working days upon receipt of an application. If no decision can be made within 20 days, the time limit may be extended by ten working days upon approval by the person in charge of the administrative organ.
X. Charging standards: free of charge.

XI. Legal documents for examination and approval decisions and the related certificate:

1. Decision of the XXX Customs of the People's Republic of China on Granting an Administrative License;

2. Certificate of Registration of Foreign Suppliers of Imported Solid Waste That Can Be Used as Raw Materials; and

3. Decision of the XXX Customs of the People's Republic of China on Not Granting an Administrative License.

XII. Accepting authority: General Administration of Customs.

XIII. Decision-making authority: General Administration of Customs.

XIV. Quantity limit: no quantity limit.

XV. Acceptance of applications: for details, please refer to the website of the General Administration of Customs or call the "12360" customs hotline.
XVI. Ways of processing: one window for on-site processing for customs administrative examination and approval/online processing platform for customs administrative examination and approval (website: http://pre.chinaport.gov.cn/car).

XVII. Delivery of results: if a decision can be made on the spot, it will be served on the spot. If a decision cannot be made on the spot, it shall be served directly or by post within the legal time limit.

XVIII. Rights and obligations of an applicant:

Log in to the "Information Disclosure" column of the official website of the General Administration of Customs of the People's Republic of China (website: http://www.customs.gov.cn/publish/portal0/tab49659/) to inquire "Customs Laws and Regulations, Latest Customs Decrees and Latest Announcements".

Filling Instructions

I. Filling requirements of the application

(I) Important: unless otherwise specified, this application must be completed in Chinese or in Chinese and English!
(II) If a separate page is required due to the length of the column, "see the attachment for details" shall be indicated.

(III) Except for the columns of this application that are not required to be filled in as specially indicated, other columns must be filled in truthfully.

(IV) Applications for the registration, alteration or renewal of foreign suppliers shall be handled through the online processing platform for customs administrative examination and approval.

II. Filling requirements of each column:

(1) Fill in this item in the case of an initial application for registration filed with the General Administration of Customs.

(2) Fill in this item in the case of renewal of the registration certificate upon its expiration.

(3) Fill in this item in the case of alteration to relevant items in the original registration certificate due to alteration to relevant information such as supplier's name, legal representative, address and type of solid waste that can be used as raw materials.

(4) Fill in this item if an application for registration is filed again after it is rejected or if an application is filed again due to the revocation of the registration qualification and the compliance with the re-application provisions such as the time limit requirements.

According to the actual situation, the applicant shall select one of the above (1) to (4) application forms by ticking "√" in the corresponding "□". If an applicant applies for alteration and renewal of registration at the same time, the applicant shall complete the "alteration to registration" before "renewal of registration."

(5) Generation by the system.

(6) Fill in the full name of the applicant, and use both the official language of the country where the applicant is located and English (If the official language of the country is English, only the English name shall be filled in; if there is a Chinese name, both the English name and the Chinese name shall be filled in).

(7) Fill in the name of the country or region where the applicant is located.

(8) Fill in the name of the contact of the applicant; if the application is filed through an agent, the name of the agent shall also be filled in (A power of attorney in Chinese and foreign languages or in Chinese shall be attached, and the original power of attorney shall be signed and sealed by the legal representative of the applicant).

(9) Fill in the telephone number or mobile phone number of the applicant, with the country or region code indicated respectively.

(10) Same as Item (6).

(11) The address of business registration of the applicant must be filled in with details. Use both the official language of the country where the applicant is located and English. If there is a Chinese name, both the English name and the Chinese name shall be filled in.

(12) The actual office address of the applicant must be filled in with details. Use both the official language of the country where the applicant is located and English. If there is a Chinese name, both the English name and the Chinese name shall be filled in to ensure correct delivery by post.

(13) Fill in the name of the legal representative of the applicant.

(14) Fill in the postal code of the actual office location of the applicant.

(15) Fill in the telephone number of the applicant, with the country or region code indicated respectively.

(16) Fill in the fax number of the applicant, with the country or region code indicated respectively.

(17) Fill in the e-mail address of the applicant to ensure that Chinese e-mails can be received.

(18) If an applicant has been registered, the number of the original registration certificate shall be filled in; otherwise, it is not necessary to be filled in.

(19) Fill in the validity period specified in the registration certificate obtained, in the format of "MM/DD/YY."

(20) If the purpose of the application is to file an application for alteration, fill in the specific content of the application for alteration; otherwise, it is not necessary to be filled in.

(21) According to the options set by the system, select the type of raw materials of imported waste that is actually exported or to be exported by the applicant.

(22) Fill in the situation of each major department of the applicant separately. If there is a packing plant under the applicant, corresponding situation of the packing plant shall be filled in at the same time.

(23) Fill in the office area and measurement unit of non-productive departments of the enterprise such as the quality inspection department and the human resources department, and fill in the annual processing and production capacity of productive departments such as packing plants.

(24) Fill in the number of in-service employees in each department.

(25) Fill in the name of the person in charge of the department.

(26) Fill in the phone number of the department or the person in charge of the department.

(27) Fill in the corresponding conditions of the applicant's own radioactive detection (required) equipment and production and inspection equipment. Production equipment includes balers, sorters, forklifts, stackers and cleaning equipment. Testing equipment includes weight inspection, moisture inspection and other instruments and equipment. The above equipment does not include office equipment such as printers and copiers.

(28) Fill in the specifications and models of related equipment.

(29) Fill in the functions of related equipment in the waste processing and production process (such as “cleaning”, “drying”, “cutting”, “screening”, “compression”, “packing”, “weighing”, “moisture determination” and “radioactivity detection”).

(30) Fill in the number of units/sets of related equipment.

(31) Fill in the original year of manufacture of related equipment, and if it is refurbished or technically improved during use, fill in the year of refurbishment or technical improvement.

(32) Fill in whether related equipment is in good operating condition.

(33) The status of enterprise authentication includes: the enterprise has obtained the authentication of the ISO9001 quality management system, ISO14001 environmental management system, OHSAS 18001 occupational safety and health management system and RIOS system; jointed trade associations and obtained government's operating permits for special purposes. Color photocopies of the above authentication certificates, membership certificates and permits shall be attached.

(34) If related authentication certificates are obtained, fill in the names of the authentication agencies; set out the names of the trade associations; if the government's operating permits for special purposes are obtained, set out the names of the government departments that issue such permits.

(35) Fill in the numbers of related authentication certificates, trade association certification documents and documents on operating permits for special purposes.

(36) Fill in the effective expiration dates indicated in related authentication certificates, trade association certification documents and documents on operating permits for special purposes in the format of "MM/DD/YY."

(37) Fill in the specific year when the applicant started the export of solid waste that can be used as raw materials. If it has never exported such waste, fill in "0."

(38) Fill in the specific year and month in the format of "MM/DD/YY" when the applicant exported solid waste that could be used as raw materials to the Chinese mainland for the first time. If it has never exported such waste, the column can be left blank.

(39) Fill in the source of solid waste that can be used as raw materials by selecting "acquisition" or/and "production processing" by ticking "√" in the corresponding "□".

(40) Fill in the names of major overseas loading ports.

(41) Fill in the relevant information on the export of solid waste that can be used as raw materials to the Chinese mainland in the past three years including the year of application. If it has been less than three years, fill in the year of actual export by year. If the applicant has never exported the waste, indicate "Nil." For example: If the applicant submits this application in March 2018, fill in the relevant information from January to February 2018 and information in the whole year of 2017 and the whole year of 2016.

(42) Fill in the type of exported solid waste that can be used as raw materials. The specific requirements are the same as Item (21).

(43) Fill in the batch and weight (metric tons) of the corresponding type of solid waste that can be used as raw materials for export to Chinese mainland.

(44) Fill in the conformity rate of the batch of solid waste that can be used as raw materials for inspection and quarantine in the Chinese mainland of the corresponding type, namely the percentage of the waste of the batch passing inspection and quarantine to the waste of total batches.

(45) Affix the handwritten signature of the legal representative of the applicant and the corporate seal, and photocopies of such signature and seal shall be invalid.

(46) Fill in the filling date of the application.

Error Examples
1. The application is not generated and printed out through the "online platform for customs administrative examination and approval".

2. The handwritten signature of the legal representative and the corporate seal on the paper application are not the original.

3. The enterprise name in the application does not conform to the name shown on the notarized business registration document/tax document and its Chinese translation.

4. The business registration document/tax document does not specify the address of business registration consistent with the application.

5. The business registration document/tax document does not specify the legal representative consistent with the application, nor does it provide the legal representative specified in the articles of association and other documents.

6. Notarized documents are not valid.

7. The floor plan/photos of the office/processing place provided are not indicated with the main department; the office address, the company's nameplate and other information consistent with the application are not indicated.

8. The plan/photos of the office/processing place provided, the indicated office address, company's nameplate and other information are inconsistent with the application/business registration document/tax document.

9. The floor plan/processing floor plan provided does not indicate the measurement size and unit.

10. The list of cited external documents provided does not introduce the mandatory requirements of the relevant international conventions on solid waste management/China's solid waste management catalogues, laws and regulations, environmental control standards or technical requirements/China's inspection and quarantine laws and regulations and technical specifications.

11. A color photocopy of the authentication certificate is not provided.

12. The enterprise name and office address on the color photocopy of the authentication certificate provided are inconsistent with the application.

Frequently-asked Questions

1. What materials should a foreign supplier submit in applying for registration?

A: An applicant should submit the following materials: (1) Application for Registration of Foreign Suppliers of Imported Solid Waste That Can Be Used as Raw Materials; (2) the notarized tax registration documents, and the notarized commercial registration documents, if any; (3) the explanation for the functions of the organizational structure, departments and posts; (4) a plan of the fixed office with an indication of the size, and a plan of the processing workshop, if any, and three or more photos that can comprehensively show the real view of the aforesaid office and processing workshop; (5) color photocopies of authentication certificates such as ISO9001 quality management system or RIOS system and related operation guidance documents; and (6) if an application is filed by an entrusted agent, the original power of attorney and the photocopies of the identifications of both the client and the entrusted agent shall be submitted. The written materials to be submitted shall be made in Chinese or both in Chinese and English.

2. What should a foreign supplier do if it finds that the information entered into the system is wrong after it successfully submits an application for registration?

A: Before the General Administration of Customs accepts the application, the supplier can modify the relevant registration information in the system and file a new electronic application, and immediately submit new application materials to the General Administration of Customs after the registration information is successfully modified.

After the General Administration of Customs accepts the application, the supplier cannot file the application again in the system, but can file an application for withdrawal with the General Administration of Customs. For an application for withdrawal of registration, the General Administration of Customs terminates the handling of the original application, and the applicant may re-apply for registration to the General Administration of Customs.

3. Does the General Administration of Customs designate a special agency as the agency for registration of foreign suppliers of imported waste that can be used as raw materials? Is there a designated ISO9001 authentication agency or certificate issuer?

A: The General Administration of Customs has not designated any agency as the agency for registration of foreign suppliers of imported waste that can be used as raw materials or the ISO9001 authentication agency.

4. What are the agencies whose documents for the notarization of the business registration document or tax registration document of a foreign supplier of imported waste that can be used raw materials are recognized by the General Administration of Customs? How do Hong Kong enterprises apply for notarization? How do Japanese, Dutch and Australian companies apply for notarization?

A: The General Administration of Quality Supervision, Inspection and Quarantine recognizes the documents issued by the foreign affairs departments and official notary departments of the countries where the foreign suppliers are located, or Chinese embassies in the countries where the foreign suppliers are located, for the notarization of the business registration documents or tax registration documents of foreign suppliers applying for the import of waste that can be used raw materials.

The Hong Kong region shall handle the relevant notarization in accordance with the Administrative Measures for China's Appointed Attesting Officers (Hong Kong) (Decree No. 69 of the Ministry of Justice of the People's Republic of China).

If a supplier of waste that can be used as raw materials presents the original of the following documents, it does not need to provide notarized documents of the above organizations: a copy of the business register issued by the legal affairs bureaus in Japan; a paper business registration document issued by the KAMER VAN KOOPHANDEL; and a business registration document issued by the Australian Securities and Investments Commission (ASIC) (which should bear the signature of an official of ASIC).

5. Is notarization of a photocopy of the business registration document/tax registration document valid?

A: Yes.

6. What is the scope of imported waste that can be used as raw materials and is subject to registration?

A: The scope of imported waste that can be used as raw materials and is subject to registration includes the types of waste allowed to be imported into China, namely, the solid waste that can be used as raw materials set forth in the Catalogues of Solid Waste Restricted for Import and Used as Raw Materials and the Catalogues of Solid Waste Other than the Solid Waste Restricted for Import and Used as Raw Materials of the Catalogues for the Management of Imported Waste.

7. Our company intends to export scrap steel rails to the Chinese mainland. Do we need to handle the registration of a foreign supplier of imported waste used as raw materials?

A: Used steel rails less than one meter are managed as per the waste used as raw materials, and registration of a foreign supplier is required.

8. Are the exporters of waste used as materials listed on the trade documents considered foreign suppliers?

A: A foreign supplier refers to the seller in a foreign trade contract for imported waste used as raw materials, which can be a collection, processing and production company of waste used as raw materials, or a trading company. Exporters listed on trade documents are considered foreign suppliers.

9. Is it right that only foreign suppliers who have obtained authentication of the ISO9001 quality management system or RIOS system may apply for registration?

A: There are many quality management systems that conduct authentication in various countries. ISO9001 and RIOS systems are just two of them. Foreign suppliers of waste used as raw materials may apply for registration as long as they have obtained authentication of the quality management system by an official or third-party review agency, provided that such authentication system shall be recognized by the General Administration of Customs. Obtaining authentication of a quality management system is a prerequisite for application.

10. The ISO9001 quality management system authentication certificate of foreign suppliers is issued by a Chinese authentication agency. Is it recognized by the General Administration of Customs?

A: Yes.

11. For a foreign supplier who did not directly export waste used as raw materials to the Chinese mainland, can it apply for registration of a foreign supplier of imported waste used as raw materials?

A: Yes.

12. Can a foreign supplier applying for registration supplement materials after it fails to pass the document review?

A: After the General Administration of Customs accepts the application, the applicant cannot supplement any materials.

13. Does the General Administration of Customs charge fees for accepting and examining applications for registration of foreign suppliers of imported waste used as raw materials?

A: No.

14. How should a foreign supplier handle the renewal of a registration certificate?

A: A foreign supplier that needs to renew the validity period of registration shall, within 90 days prior to the expiration of the validity period of the registration certificate, apply to the General Administration of Customs for renewal in accordance relevant provisions. To apply for renewal of registration, the applicant should first file an electronic application and then submit written materials.

15. Can a foreign supplier apply for alteration to and renewal of registration at the same time?

A: No. An application for alteration to registration shall be filed first. After the alteration to registration is approved by the General Administration of Customs, the applicant may then apply for renewal of registration.

16. Can a foreign supplier re-apply for registration upon expiration thereof?

A: If a foreign supplier who has been registered fails to apply for renewal on time, after the expiration of the validity period of the registration, its registration will automatically become invalid, and the enterprise may re-apply for registration.

17. How to apply for re-issuance of a registration certificate if it is lost?

A: If a registration certificate is lost, the foreign supplier shall publish a statement of loss in a local newspaper, and send by post the original statement of loss and the application for re-issuance to the General Administration of Customs.

18. What are the main materials of China's environmental protection technical regulations and related environmental control standards?

A: China's current environmental protection technical regulations and related environmental control standards mainly include the Law of the People's Republic of China on the Prevention and Control of Pollution Caused by Solid Waste, the Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary Movements of Hazardous Waste, the National Catalogue of Goods Prohibited From Import, the National Catalogue of Hazardous Waste, the Catalogue of Solid Waste Prohibited From Import, the Catalogues of Solid Waste Restricted for Import and Used as Raw Materials, the Catalogues of Solid Waste Other than Solid Waste Restricted for Import and Used as Raw Materials, and environmental protection control standards for imported solid waste that can be used as raw materials.
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If the application does not meet the statutory conditions or standards, no license shall be granted
